Unger's comments come in the wake of the Port Huron building, g
of three historic structures on the Takanassee site that comprise th =
original U.S. Lifesaving Station 5, being listed for sale on the
National Trust for Historic PreservationWeb site for $1.
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All three of the structures must be preserved by owner Isaac Chera, principal of Takanassee Dewelepers
the Coastal Area Facility Review Act (CAFRA) permit issued by the New Jersey Department of
Environmental Protection (DEP).

"The Port Huron building is to be relocated and repaired," said attorney Lawrence F. Jacobs, who is
representing Chera. "We would have to work with a potential buyer on the relocation and repairs of the
structure, and the DEP must approve all plans.

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The circa-1900 Port Huron-type building is listed on the Historic Preservation Web site as a 2 Bgtd6y
square-foot shingle-style structure, featuring cedar shingles and two towers. The building is fistnuetedl
and the foundation and basement walls are brick.
